WINEMAKER’S NOTES
Dark in color, this wine opens with rich aromas of ripe blackberry, strawberry, 
raspberry, and warm barrel spice with a hint of vanilla. The palate follows with 
full, fruit-forward flavors of blackberry, blueberry, and strawberry, supported 
by well-integrated oak. Balanced and food-friendly, it o�ers bright acidity 
and a seamless blend of fruit and barrel character.

VINEYARD SOURCING
The fruit for this wine is grown at our acclaimed Estate vineyards in the Horse 
Heaven Hills.  The fruit is exposed to dappled sunlight, allowing for uniform 
ripening and flavor development.  Well balanced crop levels have allowed us 
to create wines with great depth and concentration.

GROWING SEASON
The 2022 vintage started out cool and wet. A mid-April blizzard caused bud 
break to be behind by two to three weeks. The delayed timeline carried all the 
way through harvest. Warmer than normal temperatures in September and 
October and the lack of end of harvest frost allowed for longer hang time and 
flavor development during the hot, but brief harvest.
